The Vincent Fund

The Vincent Fund was established
to help pay for unexpected vital medi-
cal care for our shelter cats. The fund
is named after Victoria Bonner's cat
Vincent. He was adopted from Cat
Welfare in 1985 and sadly died of
a terminal illness. “I don t exactly
know what to tell you about Vincent
as over the years we have a whole
collection of stories that are special
to me. As we cat lovers know, all cats
are special, but there are a few that
are even more special than the rest.
Vincent was one of those. I adopted
Vincent from Cat Welfare on April
27, 1985. He was two years old. He
was my devoted feline companion,
sharing my joys and sorrows, for 16
wonderful years --- most of my adult
life. He was my comfort and consoler
during my divorce and the deaths of
my mother (who was with me when
I adopted him) and my grandmother
(who actually picked-out his name).
Even in his final moments, as I reas-
sured him everything was alright, it
was actually Vincent who was reas-
suring me. His passing has been
exceptionally painful and difficult for
me and it has left a void in my life.
Vincent died very peacefully at home
on April 24, 2001. He was 18. I hope
the funds raised by The Vincent Fund
can help other cats so future owners
can experience the kind of joy that 1
did with my beloved Vincent.”
