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Take Good Care of Your Outdoor Kitty Friends This Winter

Because Cat Welfare is a no-kill, limited-intake
facility, unfortunately we are forced to turn away
cats and kittens when our shelter has reached ca-
pacity. Staying true to our mission, we will always
accept pregnant, injured or returned cats previ-
ously adopted from Cat Welfare.

On average, our front office staff can expect 20
messages when they arrive in the morning, and
generally the phones are busy all day with calls
from compassionate individuals trying to find
homes for stray cats and kittens. These calls tend
to increase in the winter months as caring people

are worried about the welfare of homeless felines.
It’s heartbreaking to turn away any homeless cat
or kitten, but lack of space sometimes prohibits
us from accepting them into the shelter. To help
you care for those kitties that must live outdoors
until we have available accommodations, there are
some positive steps you can take to keep them saf-
er, warmer and healthier. One of the best online
resources is Alley Cat Allies’ Colony Care Guide,
www.alleycat.org/page.aspx?pid=890. And, of
course, our staff is always here to answer your
questions — we’re just one phone call away!
