| FIV+ Cats Make Great Companions

Cats with Feline Immunodeficiency Virus typically don’t have needs that
are much different from any other cat. They should be kept indoors, eat
a good, healthy diet and have as little stress as possible. Since FIV is only
transmitted through deep penetrating bite wounds and blood transfu-
sions, FIV+ cats can easily live in a home with FIV- cats. All cats in the
household should have regular vet visits for their own health and to pro-

tect the health of the FIV+ kitty, since his or her immune system can have
